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1. [bookmark: _Toc433948889]Introduction

Health provision within Tanzania is inherently distributed amongst thousands of facilities throughout the country.  Numerous country stakeholders work within this complex system to better understand how to improve the public’s health.  Each of these stakeholders has historically struggled to understand the complete nature of services provided in the community, and where these services are located.  This is even further complicated by the rapidly evolving health facility infrastructure throughout the country, which corresponds with frequent changes to facility services, ownership, and designations.

What is needed is a national resource of complete information about the health facility infrastructure, structured in a way to both promote rapid use and easy analysis.   Therefore, the Tanzanian Ministry of Health and Social Welfare has embarked on a new initiative to develop and maintain two national information assets:  the master health facility list (MFL) and the health facility registry.  The MFL is a regularly updated dataset of information about all health facilities, complete with descriptive information such as location, contact information, and services provided.  It also provides an authoritative unique identification code that can be used by all stakeholders to communicate more effectively about each facility.  The health facility registry is a web-based application that allows the broader community to rapidly view, analyze, manage, curate, and get access to the MFL.  Together, these two initiatives are Tanzania MoH’s initial foray into developing a national health information data sharing infrastructure.

The purpose of this document is to define the data structures that comprise the MFL.  This specification will ensure that information about facilities is collected in a consistent, standardized way.  We anticipate that this specification will evolve over time, as different stakeholders develop new needs.  The first iteration of the data specification is the product of a broad stakeholder group consensus process, convened both during a three-day workshop on 19-21st of September, 2012 and through various other key informant interviews.  A list of organizations that provided input is detailed at the end of this document.

The MFL is the collection of all facility records for the country.  Each record is comprised of a series of data elements that describe details about each facility.  These data elements are described in detail below, using the following template:

· Definition: a simple description the data element, along with any relevant context
· Data Rules:  a list of constraints or conditions that should be applied to a data element to improve accuracy and clarity
· Data Source:  the type of individual or organization where this information is acquired from
· Example:  fully specified, Tanzanian-specific examples of the data element.
· Required/Important/Optional:  some attributes are absolutely required to create a new facility record (required), some are fundamental to stakeholder needs but sometimes are difficult or impossible to acquire (important), and some are simply nice to have.

[bookmark: _Toc433948892]Identification

Fundamental to a successful national process of making facility information readily available to the country of Tanzania, is a clear and explicit identification of each facility.   Described below are a series of data elements designed to uniquely and explicitly identify each health facility.
[bookmark: _Toc433948893]Facility Identifier Number

· Definition:  auto-generated sequential number allocated to each facility when it is added to the master list. It is allocated by the central facility registry and provided back to the health community for subsequent use. This replaces the old Registration ID
· Data Rules:  the facility ID follows the following format:  xxxxxx-y, where xxxxxx is a six digit numeric code, and y is a one digit check digit, generated via the Luhn Algorithm (mod 10) see: http://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Luhn_algorithm for more information; where there are no leading zeros for IDs, starting at 100001-7.
· Data Source: the Tanzanian MoH facility registry service
· Example:  123456-6
· Required/Important/Optional:  required

[bookmark: _Toc433948894]Historical Identifier Number(s)

· Definition:  Tanzania has a collection of historical identifiers that relate to various health facilities in the community.  Most generally are maintained by vertical health programs or stakeholders that manage subsets of facilities within a country.  They are available in the master facility list, as a way to simplify end-user searching and identification.  Some examples:
· (Private) Registration ID:  this is a historical identifier assigned by the Ministry of Health upon successful accreditation.  Applies to pre-existing private (non-Government) facilities only. Will no longer be assigned, and is ideally replaced by Facility ID.  
· HMIS/MTUHA ID (MSIMBO):  code provided by HMIS team to uniquely identify a facility within the district.  
· CTC ID:  sponsored by National AIDS Control Program, this code identifies a specific location that provices HIV care and treatment services.
· Materials Supply Department: MSD ID assigned to facilities that receive supplies from MSD (Public facilities only)
· Data Rules: rules are dependent upon type.  For example, the HMIS ID is a unique 3-digit code, specific to a given district.  It can be made unique nationally by putting a 2-digit region code and a 2-digit district code as a prefix. (ie, 0703-012).
· Data Source:  Ministry of Health & Social Welfare
· Example: see above
· Required/Important/Optional:  optional

[bookmark: _Toc433948895]Registered Facility Name

· Definition:  This is the formally documented business name of the facility.
· Data Rules:   
· The name should be in Proper Case. This means that the first letter of each word should be capitalized, except for prepositions. 
· There should be one space between each word. 
· Data Source: If the facility is government-owned, this name should come from official documentation (ie, Government gazette, letters between LGA and Ministry).  If the facility is private, then the name on the licensing documentation should be used.  If the facility is operating illegally, it will not be included
· Examples: Busi, Chipogoro, Upendao
· Required/Important/Optional: required

· Definition:  Often times, facilities in a community are referred to by a different name than their officially registered name.  Thus, the common name is meant to document this colloquial alternative. 
· Data Rules:  This field is a simple text string.  It should adhere to the following rules:
· The name should be in Proper Case. This means that the first letter of each word should be capitalized, except for prepositions. 
· There should be one space between each word. 
· Data Source: Responsible representative of the health facility
· Example:  PASADA
· Required/Important/Optional: optional

Each facility can be classified by a number of distinguishing characteristics.  For the purposes of this specification, the Ministry of Health is focused on four primary classifiers:  type, ownership, operating status, and regulatory status.  Details for each of these are described below.

· Definition: This data element provides detail on the specific name of the organization that has ownership and legal responsibility for a given facility.
· Data Rules:  This field is a drop-down of a pre-defined list of ownership or a simple text string.  It should adhere to the following rules (when entered as free text – either NGO or For Profit):
· The name should be in Proper Case. This means that the first letter of each word should be capitalized, except for prepositions. 
· There should be one space between each word.

· Definition:  Each facility is ideally registered into the MFL as soon as possible.  Additionally, each facility is forever registered into the MFL, for historic purposes.  As a result, this data element captures more specific information about the current operational status of a given facility from early in construction to permanently closed for business.
· Data Rules:  Operating status is a coded list of choices; only one is selected for a given facility.  Possible answers are below:

· Definition:  All private health facilities in Tanzania are registered.  This data element describes the facility’s current registration status.  DCS intends to also register public facilities at a future date.

[bookmark: _Toc433948918]Administrative Divisions

Administrative divisions are geographic delineations of different levels of granularity.   These divisions are defined by Part I, Article 2.2 of the Constitution of Tanzania.   Tanzania is divided into nine zones. Each zone is divided into regions.  Each region is subdivided into districts (wilaya in Swahili).  The districts are sub-divided into divisions and further into local wards.  Wards are further subdivided for management purposes: for urban wards into streets (mtaa in Swahili) and for rural wards into villages (kijiji in Swahili).   What follows below is a description of these geographic administrative boundaries from largest to smallest.

· Definition:  Zones are established by the Tanzanian Central Government Authority as a way of ensuring more equal distribution of national resources.  Each of these zones fully contains one or more regions.
· Data Rules: Zone is a coded list of choices; only one is selected for a given facility.  Possible answers are below:

· Definition:  Districts are the principal organizing construct for the health system and local government.     At this administrative level, there are one or more councils in support of constituencies.  Taxes and resources are accumulated at this level to provide core infrastructural support (including the development of health facilities) for the catchment area served.  
· Data Rules:  District is a coded list of choices; only one is selected for a given facility.  As of 2015, there are 167 districts in Tanzania.  A list of these is included in Appendix 1.

· Definition:  A council supports a defined geographical area (constituency) with a given body of voters that elects a representative to the parliament.  Most commonly, councils are located within districts.

While administrative divisions are geographic boundaries that divide Tanzania into manageable subunits, there are other location-related data for a health facility that more precisely describe it’s specific location.  These fields follow below:

· Definition:   The location description/landmarks for a given health facility should give reference to it’s physical address including as much descriptive information as possible (ie, neighborhood, physical landmarks, etc)
· Data Rules:  This field is a simple string.  No other relevant rules.

· Required/Important/Optional: important

Latitude and Longitude

· Definition:   The geographic coordinates refer to the physical location of the facility, typically represented as latitude (S) and longitude (E).
· Data Rules:  The latitude and longitude values should be represented as decimal degrees.

· Example:

Waypoint #
Definition: The waypoint # is assigned in the GPS device when capturing GPS codes.  This # can be used by the council staff to refer back to earlier captured GPS codes to confirm the data.

[Goal: The system will automatically calculate the population of the HC facility service area by adding the population of the respective geographical area selected. The tables with the population for each village will be stored in the system by database script.  In addition to that, the tables with the hierarchical geographical structure from provinces, district, sector, cell and villages with their names and codes will also be stored directly in the database by script. Based on the villages population the system will add and store the population for the respective cells, sector, district and provinces.]

Catchment area (Villages)

· Definition:  The geographical (in villages) area which a health facility is intended to serves or offers health services.  This service area is a useful information to a number of community stakeholders 
· Data Rules:  this value should always be represented as a list of villages, with commas or extra characters included.
· Data Source:  Entered by the facility in charge on the form.
· Example:  majimoto, busawe, buchanchari, etc.
· Required/Important/Optional: Important

Catchment area Population

· Definition:  A given health facility routinely has a set population it should serve, or it typically will estimate this based upon the volume of visits typically supported.  This catchment area population is a useful information to a number of community stakeholders.
· Data Rules:  this value should always be represented as a whole number, with no commas or extra characters included
· Data Source: Currently this is a numeric field and a number is entered.  [Goal: The system will automatically calculate the population of the HC facility catchment area by adding the population of the respective geographical area selected. The tables with the population for each village will be stored in the system by database script.  In addition to that, the tables with the hierarchical geographical structure from provinces, district, sector, cell and villages with their names and codes will also be stored directly in the database by script. Based on the villages population the system will add and store  the population for the respective cells, sector, district and provinces.]
